Communal charge, bid
to stop pan-India SIR: EC
on pleas against exercise

STATING THAT its Special
Intensive Revision (SIR) of the
voter list in Bihar was “accurate”,
the Election Commission of India
(ECI) Thursday described as
“communal” the charge that
Muslims were disproportion-
ately excluded from the final list
at the end of the SIR exercise.

titioners was to “derail and dis-
rupt the SIR exercise and the for-
mulation of final electoral roll for
the State of Bihar, and to prevent
SIR being conducted in other
States across India”.

In an affidavit filed before a
Supreme Court bench of Justices
Surya Kantand Joymalya Bagchi,
which is hearing petitions chal-
lenging the SIR, the EClI said that

claims have beenmade on the ba-
sis of “some software for name
recognition” but the factis that the
electoral rolls do not capture the
religion of any elector.

It said that though no appeal
has yet been filed against exclu-
sion of anyone from the final list,
“petitioners have sought to allege
that there is disproportionate ex-
clusionof Muslims(25% amongst
65 lakh excluded voters from the
Draft Electoral Roll, and 34%
amongst 3.66 lakh electors finally
deleted). This is based on some
software for name recognition
whaose authenticity, accuracy or
appropriateness cannot be com-
mented upon. This communal ap-
proach is to be deprecated.
Electoral Rolls database does not
capture any information on reli-
gion of any elector.”

Petitioners

like NGO

Association for Democratic
Rights and activist Yogendra
Yadav had alleged that there was
disproportionate exclusion of
Muslims in the final list and the
exercise had led to exclusion of
81 lakh voters.

In its response, the ECI said
that figures cited by the petition-
ers themselves “indicate that up
till 2022, the number of voters
were more than the projected
total population and that justi-
fies the exercise of SIR under-
taken by" it “after alapse of more
than twenty-two (22) years
since the previous SIR conducted
in2003",

It said “more importantly, the
stress on the figures pertaining to
2025 to indicate 81 lakh missing
voters is fallacious for more than
one reason. Firstly, for inexplica-
ble reasons, the figures purport-
edly have been taken from the
Technical Group on Population

Projections 2019, There are such
reports for subsequent years avail-
able. Without going into this as-
pect, it is not informed to this
Hon'ble Court by the petitioners
that the population projection is
based on some formulation re-
garding subsequent yearly projec-
tions in the Census of 2011, The re-
port of the Technical Group for
July 2020 contains an important
caveat that “population projec-
tion" is “conditioned by certain as-
sumptions using past data”.

The ECI said that given the
summary findings of the report of
the Technical Group, “these pop-
ulation projections based on the
2011 census cannot be used for
adjudging the accuracy of the
Final Electoral Roll”,

It also flagged the limited con-
tribution of political parties and
public-spirited individuals and or-
ganisations in finalising the roll.

Itsaid “finalisation of electoral

roll involves an interplay of all
stakeholders and the SIR is
founded on this core principle.
While it isthe duty of the Electoral
Registration Officers (EROs) to fi-
nalise the electoral roll accurately,
it is equally the duty of the elec-
tors and the contending political
parties, particularly the recog-
nised political parties, to actively
participate in ensuring that the fi-
nal electoral roll is as inclusive and
accurate as possible. The various
Notes presented the ECl to this
Hon'ble Court indicates that bar-
ring appointment of Booth Level
Agents, the political parties and
public-spirited individuals and or-
ganisations made no substantial
contribution in ensuring that all
the eligible electors were included
in the Final Electoral Roll. The ap-
proach of the political parties and
the petitioners has beentoaccuse
the ECl and attempt to point out
ervors in the SIR exercise.”

“In contrast, the ECI not only
appointed more than 90,000
BLOs, but also involved the politi-
cal parties and got BLAs ap-
pointed. The exercise was con-
ducted on an H2H (House to
House) basis involving more than
onevisit. All relevant data was up-
loaded on the websites.
Additionally, whatever directions
given by this Hon'ble Court was
also complied with. This Court
also enabled the assistance of the
State Legal Services Authority, yet
the number of objections and cor-
rection applications were mini-
mal This indicates that the SIR ex-
ercise was accurate,” it said.

On Thursday, the petitioners
urged the bench to direct the ECI
to publish the names of those
added or deleted from the main
list. The court recorded the ECT's
submission that it was in the
process of publishing the same.
